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1. Background
1.1 UNEP ‘s Youth Strategy
United Nations Environment Programme has adopted a six-year strategy designed to increase the participation of young people in environmental activities.  Its objective is to create a global movement in which youth worldwide will actively participate in environmental activities. UNEP has held regular conferences, including Tunza International Youth Conference, and promoted environmental awareness through competitions, recognition and partnerships with international, regional and national organizations working with young people.  UNEP has also involved young people in its Governing Council sessions and in the development of regional and global environmental reports. 
1.2 Sub-Regional Youth Environment Network in Asia-Pacific
In Asia and the Pacific region, the South Asia Youth Environment Network has successfully launched in 2001 and youth in the region published ‘state of the environment’ in 2004.  Based on South Asia model, other sub-regional youth environment networks will be tentatively established in 2005. It aims to exchange regional environment information and boost youth input into UNEP’s youth activities. 
1.3 Northeast Asia Youth Environment Network
UNEP National Committee for the Republic of Korea has planned to launch the Northeast Asia Youth Environment Network in close collaboration with national focal points in China, Japan and Mongolia. It aims to discover youth environment organizations or groups at grass-root level and encourage youth to participate in global environment activities by networking.  Each national focal point will coordinate youth mobilization at national level to strengthen regional integration on solving environmental challenges.

3. National Focal Points Plan of Action
3.1 Background
One of the main objectives of NEAYEN is to encourage youth participation for advocacy on the environment in the Northeast Asia.  Although UNEP has committed to create a global movement in which youth worldwide will actively participate in environmental activities, there has been lack of adequate structure for youth in the Northeast Asia to reflect the view of their own environmental challenges.  To boost youth mobilization in the region, therefore, NEAYEN seeks to work with grass-root organizations to reach out young people on the implementation of environmental programmes.  NEAYEN will also strengthen its work with selected partners in school and universities.  For better influence, it must be opened up further to the participation of youth environment groups at various levels.  
3.2 Plan of Action
To interact with NEAYEN programmes and UNEP’s youth programmes, each national focal point is requested to achieve as follows:
a) make an umbrella network which consists of various members under the instructions of NEAYEN membership criteria
b) promote youth to get involved in NEAYEN programmes such as on-line discussion, campaigns, publication and conferences
c) select youth representatives for Eco-Youth Forum and Tunza International Youth Conference
3.3 Membership Guideline
Membership Criteria will be discussed in the first preparatory meeting in India within a steering committee for NEAYEN.  This guideline is modified on the basis of SAYEN model. 
a) Members:
Type1. Organizations working in the field of environment and youth
Type2. Organizations working in the field of environment and plan to undertake projects/activities involving youth in future
Type3. Youth Groups working in the field of environment
Type4. Youth Groups in future planning to undertake projects/programmes on environment
b) Partners:
  Organizations/ Networks who would like to get associated with NEAYEN activities, but may not want or are not eligible to be a member could be invited to join as NEAYEN Partner. Partners could be institutions or corporate but not governmental agencies.
  Financial supports from institutions or industry/corporate are welcome only if those bodies are do not promote anything which hamper NEAYEN agenda.
c) Government and Other Agencies
d) Individuals who are interested in working for sustainable development or are involved in sustainable development related activities could be invited to join as NEAYEN Associates.
